5. Immediately notify the probation officer if involved in any difficulty at  
home, school, work, or any where else.

6. Obey any curfew the Court or the probation officer sets.  
7. Attend school or a vocational training program and maintain a good conduct record and satisfactory scholastic record and/or work at suitable employment.

8. Not leave the State of Nebraska without permission from the Court or probation officer.

9. Not use or possess tobacco or alcoholic beverages.

10. Not use or possess any illegal drugs or marijuana, except by prescription.

11. Submit to tests of your breath, blood or urine upon request of the probation officer to determine the use of alcohol or controlled substances.

12. Not possess any firearm or other dangerous weapons.

13. Submit to searches and seizures of your premises, person, or vehicle upon request of a probation officer or a law enforcement officer who has been authorized and directed by the probation officer.

STREET GANG SPECIFIC CONDITIONS

1.
Work regularly at a lawful occupation and provide evidence of legitimate source/s of income.

2.
Not associate with any persons known by the juvenile to be narcotic or drug users or sellers and 
stay away from places where the defendant would reasonably expect users and sellers 
congregate; and, refrain from communicating with persons on parole or inmates of penal 
institutions.

3.
Refrain from throwing signs, putting up graffiti, or wearing clothes or accessories that 
symbolize gang membership.

4.
Not acquire any tattoos, permanent or temporary, with or without any gang related 
burns/marks.

5.
Report all motor vehicles the defendant owns or drives to the probation officer.

6.
Maintain standards of personal appearance that will not impede obtaining employment.

7.
Not be on school grounds unless attending that school.

8.
Submit to fingerprinting or photographing as directed by a probation officer.

9.
Not associate with any individuals known to be gang members.

10.
Not be in or around any place known to be a gang gathering area.

11.
Not possess graffiti materials, including, but not limited to, spray cans, marker pens, and/or liquid 
shoe polish.

12.
Not attend any court proceeding involving gang members unless subpoenaed as a witness.

13.
Not own, possess, have under the defendant’s custody or control, or have immediate access to, 
any firearm, ammunition, oleo capsicum pepper spray, or tear gas.

14.
Not involve him/herself in activities in which weapons are used, including, but not limited to, 
hunting and target shooting.

15.
Not remain in any vehicle in which anyone possesses a weapon, ammunition, or weapon 
replica.

16.
Carry at all times while in a public place a valid picture identification containing the juvenile’s true 
name, true date of birth and current address, and display such identification upon request of any 
peace officer, or probation officer.

JUVENILES WHO SEXUALLY HARM SPECIFIC CONDITIONS 
1.
Obtain a sexually harming juvenile specific evaluation, if available, at your own expense, and [   ] follow the treatment recommendations of the evaluation, or [   ] after review and/or further hearing, the Court may amend this Order to include any treatment reasonably related to the rehabilitation of the juvenile.  The juvenile shall not change treatment programs without prior approval of the probation officer.

2.
Your residence and living situation must be approved in advance by the Court.

3.
Abide by any curfew your probation officer sets.

4.
Have no contact with the victim(s), including written and electronic correspondence, telephone 
contact, or communication through third parties except under circumstances approved in advance 
and in writing by your therapist, your victim (the victim's parents if the victim is a minor), your 
victim's therapist, your probation officer, and the Court.  The juvenile shall not enter into the 
premises, travel past, or loiter near the victim’s residence, place of employment, or other places 
frequented by the victim. 

5.
Have no contact with other juveniles who sexually harm outside of an intervention setting.

6.
Not possess any pornographic, sexually oriented or sexually stimulating materials, 

including, but not limited to: visual, auditory, telephonic, electronic media, computer 
programs or services.  The juvenile shall not patronize any place where such material or 
entertainment is available.  The juvenile shall not utilize any sexually related telephone 
numbers, and may be required to submit proof of compliance with this condition. 

The [   ] Court   [   ] probation officer may grant permission for the use of sexually oriented material 
for treatment purposes.  

7.
Not use the internet for any reason unless the Court permits it in advance.  If permission is 
granted, the juvenile shall refrain from visiting or viewing any social internet site, chat room or 
pornographic internet site at any time.  Further, the juvenile is not allowed to visit any other type of 
internet site in which there is interaction with other people without first identifying the site to the 
probation officer and obtaining permission to utilize such site. Finally, the juvenile shall grant the 
probation officer full access to all computers to which juvenile has access at the request of the 
probation officer to confirm compliance with the prohibitions set forth in this condition of probation. 

8.
Be subject to searches and seizures of the juvenile’s home, person, and vehicle, to include all of 
the juvenile’s computer/s, cell phone/s, and camera/s at the request of a probation officer, or a law 
enforcement officer who has been authorized and directed by a probation officer.  Failure to 
submit to searches as requested, or any attempt to hide or destroy any computer or electronic 
content will constitute a violation of the conditions of probation. 

9.
Sign information releases to allow all professionals involved in assessment, treatment, and 
behavioral monitoring and compliance of the juvenile to communicate and share documentation 
with each other.

10.
Attend activities, if available, relevant to your areas of need. 

11.
[   ] Attend and successfully complete a Juveniles Who Sexually Harm specific treatment


program from an approved provider, if available, at the juvenile’s own expense.  If not 
available, attend and successfully complete individual/group therapy with specific 
Sexually Harm 
components.  You shall not change treatment programs without prior approval from the probation 
officer.

 12.
[   ] Have no contact, nor reside with any child under the age of eighteen (18) years, 
including your own children, or any adult who has been deemed to be vulnerable, 
including the 
elderly, unless the Court approves in advance and in writing.  The juvenile
shall immediately report 
all incidental contact with children to the treatment provider and the supervising probation officer.

[   ] Not access or loiter near school yards, parks, arcades, playgrounds, amusement parks, 
swimming pools, or other places used primarily by children unless the [   ]  Court  [   ] probation 
officer approves in advance and in writing.
