The Chairman then called for consideration of the vacancy in the District Court of the 2nd
Judicial District of Nebraska, as a result of the resignation of Judge Rehmeier. The Chairman called for
testimony. Testimony in favor of filling the vacancy was received by the Commission. There was no
testimony in opposition. It was moved by Judge O’Neal and seconded by Mr. Mark that the vacancy in



the office of District Judge of the 2nd Judicial District be filled with the primary office being located at
Nebraska City, Otoe County, Nebraska, or Plattsmouth, Cass County, Nebraska. Voting yes, all present.
Motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the Commission, it was moved by Judge Samson
and seconded by Mr. Mark, that the Commission stand adjourned. Voting yes, all present. Motion
carried. Meeting adjourned.
