It was moved by Judge McDermott, and 

seconded by Judge O’Neal, that the Commission recommend to the Legislature 

that an additional judgeship be created and fully funded in the Separate 

Juvenile Court of Douglas County, Nebraska.  Voting yes, all present.  Motion 

carried. 

 

There being no further business to come before the Commission, it was 

moved by Timothy Engler, and seconded by Darlene Starman, that the 

Commission stand adjourned. Voting yes, all present. Motion carried. Meeting 

adjourned.
